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 During the pandemic, California hospitals have cared for an average of almost
5,800 COVID patients daily, including more than 1,500 in ICUs.
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 Since December, that average jumped to over
16,900 COVID patients a day with over
3,600 requiring ICU care.

» During the first week of January, California

hospitals cared for an average of over 21,000
COVID patients a day, while the average number

of hospital deaths from COVID was 485.

This year alone, hospitals are projected to lose a
net $14.6 billion through the end of 2020.

National survey data indicates that more than
1/3 of hospitals have had operating margins
drop by more than 100% from Q2 2019 to Q2
